The undersigned parent/guardian (“Parent”) and student (“Student”) have read this agreement, and Parent hereby given permission for Student to
participate in the Kingman FIRST Robotics Lego League Summer Camp (“Camp”). In consideration of being accepted as a participant in the Camp, we
release, hold harmless and indemnify Kingman FIRST Robotics, its officers, directors, agents, mentors, sponsors, partners, and affiliates from and for any
claim, injury or other liability of any kind which is caused directly or indirectly by the

Student, or which results from or during the Student’s participation in the Camp. Further, Kingman FIRST Robotics’ Liability for all injuries or losses
related to or arising from Student’s participation in the Camp shall be limited to and shall not exceed the registration fee actually paid to Kingman FIRST
Robotics by the Student/Parent.
